Information Booklet
Regulations for admission to Diploma in Family Medicine

2016 


1. Jurisdiction of the University :
Admission test for filling the  seats  in the “Two year course on Diploma in Family Medicine” at its affiliated  institution Institute of Health and Family Welfare ,Swasthya Bhavan, Sector –V, Kolkata 700 091 to be conducted  by the West Bengal University of Health Sciences (WBUHS)  shall be made on the basis of admission test to be conducted and inter-se merit list of different caste and candidates. 
2. Eligibility criteria :  

a. Candidates must pass MBBS from any Medical College recognized by Medical Council of India. Application for admission to Diploma course will not be accepted unless the candidates have got themselves registered with the MCI or WBMC. 

b. Candidates who are already pursuing any other course are not eligible for admission. However, candidates completing the course or resigning from the course before the date of admission, will be eligible to get admission. 

3. Filling up forms : 
Off-line application forms available with this Information Booklet  are needed to be filled up. Print copy of the same is submitted, along with  signature and photograph of candidate, thumb impression and Bank Draft of Rs. 1000/- and photo copy of identity card (EPIC/Passport /Adhar) is to be submitted to the University as per schedule enclosed. One candidate will fill up form for one fellowship course. 

4. Written Test /Interview : 
If number of candidates are moderately large, written test will be held. Otherwise,Interview will be held for selection. Subjects of interview/ written test is based on the subjects specified below.

a. A written test of 100 marks will be held. Selection will be based on merit, category and reservation policy of the State Govt. 

b. The written test will be conducted on the specified date by the WBUHS  to prepare an inter se merit list of different categories/Status of candidates  (combined merit list ) seeking admission to the courses. The question paper of the written test shall be set in English and shall contain 100 single best response type Multiple Choice Questions. The duration of the test will be of 80 minutes. 100 MCQs will be set from MBBS syllabus out of the following disciplines (i) General Medicine(20), (ii) General Surgery (15), (iii) Obstetrics & Gynecology(15), (iv) Neonatology and Paediatrics (10), (v) Orthopedics and trauma (10), (vi) Anesthesia and Critical Care, (10) (vii) Dermatology (5), (viii) Psychiatry (5) and (ix) Community Medicine (10). Number of questions are to be set from above noted disciplines indicated in the bracket.  

c. For each correct and best response one mark will be awarded. There will be no deduction of marks for incorrect answer. No marks will be awarded for multiple answers . No mark will be deducted for questions not attempted. 

d. List of candidates qualifying for interview/ written test will be uploaded in the University website. Separate admit card will not be issued. Candidate will bring copy of testimonials as mentioned in clause 17 sub clause (f). 

e. Written Test will be conducted as per schedule enclosed by the WBUHS to prepare category /caste-wise merit lists of the eligible candidates seeking admission to these courses. 

f. Applicant for admission will be provisionally allowed to appear in the test provided she/he has submitted her/his applications in the prescribed form with requisite fees etc. and has fulfilled the eligibility criteria outlined above. 

5. About the course : 
Candidates will get higher level training in Paediatrics and Neonatology, Gynecology and Obstetrics, Orthopaedics and Trauma, Critical Care Medicine and Community Medicine and allied subjects. 

6.  Merit list of the candidates : 

a. The rank of the candidates qualifying in the written test/interview will be determined on the basis of the marks obtained by them. Merit list in “Open Category” and “ In-Service Category” will be published according to descending order of marks  and with status of caste      
b. Definition of physically challenged candidate is as scheduled annexed by Medical Council of India and certified by the Physical Medicine Department of IPGME&R (SSKM), Kolkata – 700 020. 

c. General category candidates will have to secure minimum 50 percent marks in written test to qualify in the merit list. Candidates belonging to OBC –A and OBC –B and OBC is to secure 45 percent  and candidates belonging to SC/ST is to secure 40 percent in written test to qualify in the merit list. Creamy layers of OBC candidates will be considered as General Category candidates. General OBC (including OBC –A , OBC –B) SC/ST candidate may opt for unreserved seats provided such candidate will  score 50% and above. PC – General Category candidate is to secure 45% and PC for other category OBC, OBC-A and OBC-B  and SC and ST candidate will have to secure 40% of total marks. If a candidate belongs to OBC (including OBC-A and OBC –B) claims seat ,he / she has to furnish current income certificate of the family from the Certificate issuing authority if the date of issue of certificate prior to 1.6.2015. 

d. Only  loco motor disability of lower limb ( 50% to 70%)  is allowed. If not available candidates with same disability of 40% to 50% is allowed.
7. 
Counseling : 

a. Admission to Diploma in Family Medicine will be made through personal appearance strictly according to the time schedule annexed. The candidates will be called in order of merit. 

b. The provisional merit list as well as the date and time of counseling will be available in the University website.

c. Offer letter will be given at the time of counseling. 

d. The candidates appearing for counseling will have to bring the following original documents along with their attested copies at the University premises : 

(The following documents will have to be produced to participate in the counseling/interview
i) Internship completion certificate if certificate is not available .
ii) Permanent/Provisional  Registration Certificate

iii) School leaving certificate as proof of age

iv) SC/ST/PC/OBC-A. OBC-B  certificate ( For OBC, current certificate be provided. )

v) 3rd Professional Part –II mark sheet.

vi) EPIC/Passport/Adhar as photo identity card.

vii) Experience certificate in the subject concerned.

viii) Sponsorship certificate for in-service doctors.

ix) Any other relevant documents if asked by the admitting institution.

Reservation for In-service Candidates  of Government of West Bengal :  
Placement in the course as Trainee Reserve is exclusive jurisdiction of the Health & Family Welfare Department. Such candidate will please read Clause 14 Sub-clause (e)

Stipend / Placement : 


Institute will provide  stipend based as  Rules /Order. 

10.
No. of seats : 
24 ( 12 seats for open category+ 12 for in-service category)
11.
Fee Structure : No fee is charged. 

12.
Bond : 

Candidates will have to furnish a bond of Rs.2,00,000/ (Rupees two lakhs) only at the time of admission. “Bond amount” will have to be paid if the candidate leaves the course. In this regard, current Govt. order or notification if issued within two months of Publication of the Information Booklet will be applicable.
13.
Age : 
For in-service doctors age is as per provision of “The West Bengal Medical Education Service”. The West Bengal Health Services – The West Bengal Public Health Administrative Service Placement on Trainee Reserve Rules, 2008” provided she /he is placed on Trainee-Reserve. Otherwise age for other than in –service doctor  is no bar for the course. However, course Director is the competent authority  for non-Government doctors to decide the upper age limit depending upon nature of job, involvement of the candidate and other requirement. 

14.
Other Condition : 
a. The rank of the candidates qualifying in the written test will be determined on the basis of the marks obtained by them. Merit list in “Open Category” and “ Service Category” will be published according to descending order of marks. 

b. Definition of physically challenged candidate is as scheduled annexed by Medical Council of India and certified by the Physical Medicine Department of IPGME&R (SSKM),   Kolkata – 700 020. 

c. During the tenure of the course, candidate will not be allowed to appear at any other entrance tests. However, she/he can apply only after submission of resignation and paying requisite bond amount. 

d. Responsibility of release of doctors employed by Government or otherwise lie on the candidate and employer. Course coordinator/ Director of the Institute is  competent to allow a candidate who does not admit himself/herself within time  to the course considering all aspects pertaining to training.
e. In-service doctors will interact with concerned authorities of Health and Family Welfare Department  in respect of sponsorship and subsequent  Trainee Reserve, if any, before applying for the course.
15. 
Reservation of Seats : 

Allotment of the reserved seats for SC,ST, OBC-A, OBC-B, Physically Challenged candidates will be in accordance with the existing Govt. orders. Physically challenged candidate will be placed based 
on horizontal reservation

16.       Other Information : 
a) The in-service candidates may submit application directly, but “No Objection Certificate”/ “Sponsorship  Certificate” issued by competent authority must be submitted at the time of interview/ written test . 

b) Candidate will fill in forms accurately and write appropriate name of the University in the bank draft, otherwise his/her application will not be considered and bank draft will be returned on his /her personal appearance at the University after the admission Test.

GENERAL RULES AND PROCEDURAL DIRECTIVES : 
a) Applicants should go through and strictly follow the instructions given in the Information Booklet as published in www.wbuhs.ac.in / www.wbuhsexams.in while applying for these courses. Application must be complete in all respects.


b) Application is to be submitted off line available at the website www.wbuhsexams.in / 
www.wbuhs.ac.in ( See guidelines for Submission of Application in the next page )

c) A Print-copy of the application along with a crossed Demand Draft of Rs. 1000/- in favour of “The West Bengal University of Health Sciences” payable at Kolkata, photographs embossed with current date and photocopy of photo identity card (EPIC/Passport /Adhar is to be submitted with the application, provided bank draft is made  in favour of the University on or before 04/07/2016, to the Office of the “Controller of Examinations, The West Bengal University of Health Sciences, DD -36, Sector –I, Salt Lake , Kolkata – 700 064”. In other words the applications must reach the office of the WBUHS within the last date as mentioned in the schedule. Candidate is requested to write their name and mobile number on the back of the bank draft. On the cover of envelope, write Application for “ Diploma in Family Medicine”.

d) No other document is to be submitted with application form. 

e) Submission of incorrect or false statements / documents or suppression of material information in the application form will be considered as sufficient ground for cancellation of the candidature or the admission of the candidates to a fellowship course whenever detected. i.e. during the process of admission or even at any stage thereafter. 
f) No Admit card will be issued. On the date of Interview/Written Test , candidate will bring documents (a) copy of MBBS Passed Certificate (b) Copy of Registration (c) EPIC/Passport/Adhar Card
g) No travel allowance is admissible for appearing in the interview or for attending the counseling. 

h) No personal communication will be made to the candidates, unless it is considered absolutely necessary by the University authority.
